 How can we share with everyone how wonderful you were and 

 how much you mean to Grandma and I? You were the apple of 
 Grandpa's eye. 

 You were diagnosed with Cystic Fibrosis (CF) at 3 years old and 
 even though it affected you, you didn't let it stop you from being 

 who you were and getting the most out of your life. You were in 
 and out of the hospital so many times, but instead of being 

 passive about what happens to you, you learned to stand up for 
 yourself, sometimes even telling the doctors and nurses what 

 you wanted instead of what they wanted. That determination 
 carried into the rest of your life. You admitted you liked to be in 

 control, it seemed especially important because you couldn't 
 control CF. 

 You lived a fairly normal childhood outside of the illness, and 
 even went on a Make A Wish Foundation trip to Disney World 
 Grandpa was so excited and wanted to explore and enjoy every 

 minute that he wore everyone else out within 2 days! He wanted 
 to be sure you had the memory of a lifetime. You went to the 

 YMCA horse camps and enjoyed fishing with us. 
 When you were at Eastmost JR, you went to the sales 

 competition. Your favorite part was when you were "in the 
 spotlight", it's something you wanted in your life, like you 

 wanted to show that you wanted people to see you, and not the 
 CF. 

 Once you entered your 20's, the CF tried to take control. You 
 were matched for an experimental drug, Trikafta and because of 

 it, you had five great years, and even married Derek in 2018. 
 You were able to be an "entrepreneur" and loved nothing more 

 than to bargain shop. You found deals everywhere, and would 
 take anyone interested to the store, garage sales, Community 
 sales... there was no place that you wouldn't look for a bargain. 

 And you usually found them. 
 Your farm, as you called it, was your sanctuary. You loved the 

 dogs, chickens and ducks. They were the best part of being 
 home.
